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Today, in the seat of “Informatika” Public Utility Company in Novi Sad, the Agreement on business-technical cooperation between the University of Novi Sad and this company has been signed, as well as the Contract on sponsoring gifted students through the Fund for scholarships and assistance to the progress of gifted students and young scholars and artists.”
The Agreement, signed by “Informatika” PUC CEO Mr. Dejan Celar and Professor Radovan Pejanovic, Vice-Rector for finance and organisation of the University of Novi Sad, provided the necessary requirements for a long-lasting cooperation between this company and the respectable higher education institution with a long tradition. On the occasion of signing the Agreement, Mr Celar, “Informatika” CEO, stated: 

"The Agreement on business-technical cooperation is a roof agreement, which defines all aspects of cooperation between these two institutions, such as: assistance to the development of education and research, promotion of information technologies, cooperation in investment study drafting, as well as the assistance to the progress of gifted students, which is the subject matter of the second contract that I have mentioned.”
